Diabetes--- PDG JIM Brown

Women who are diagnosed with type ltywe 2 diabeteshould be monitored for theip
fracturerisk and offered treatménto help prevent a fracture from occurring. That's the key
finding of a study published in the jourridilabetes CareResearchers from Harvard
University and other universities analyzZeehlthdata collected from more than 100,000
women over the course of two decades.

Based on their findings, researchers concluded that the risk of hip fracture was up to six
times higher amongjpe 1diabeticwomen than their nediabetic peers. For type 2
diabetic women, the risk of hip fracture was found to be tagchigh as the general
female population. The study's authors planned further research on the role of insulin
treatments irhip fracturerisk.

If you are reregistering an automobile which already has a Lions plate and you use the

form that is mailed to you, the renewal shiol be automatic.

If you are obtaining a plate for a different automobile, you should request a Lions Plate

from the local License Branch. If they do not have one in stock, they are required to give you a
temporary plate for up to sixty days while they erdhe new Lions plate which will be mailed to
you.

The consent from the Indiana Lions Foundation is no longer a requirement.
